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Mountain Modern

After 20 years, the Little Nell hotel in Aspen, Colorado, is getting a
facelift thanks to local and Denver-based firm Rowland+Broughton
and product designer Holly Hunt. “The owner [Aspen Skiing
Company] wanted the design to be timeless and relevant,”
explains Jason E. Goldberg, designer and project manager for
Rowland+Broughton, which served as the architect of record (Hunt is
the interior designer).

Wanting to create a mountain modern aesthetic, the designers
employed natural materials and a color palette inspired by the hotel’s
slopeside location—brown tones with three accent schemes of blue,
rust, and winter white. “A light base of taupe was used with punches
of color reflecting nature. With 86 rooms having multiple room types,

a creative vocabulary was established that worked with all the room

types,” Goldberg explains. Other new touches include the addition of

an abundance of drawer and closet space, and entry cubbies for
helmets and boots; re-cladding of the original fireplace with wired
brushed fir planking surrounded by a hand forged steel frame; club
chairs and banquette seating with a custom trestle dining table; and
walnut vanities and Caesarstone tops in the bathrooms that contrast
against Italian marble floors and walls.

“The biggest challenge was time—our three month renovation
period and renovating an older property,” Goldberg says of the project.
“But we did it with a great team of owners, hotel management,
project management, designers, consultants, and contractors.”
