MOST WELL-ROUNDED

We love shopping at Room & Board. We particularly
love their beds, rugs, and ottomans. Their showroom
in Cherry Creek makes it easy to “test drive” the
furniture and make quick decisions. We also love
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Design Within Reach in Cherry Creek for
their modern, comfortable couches and
iconic furniture lines.

MOST LIKELY TO SUCCEED

We work a lot with Liesl Lighting for
lighting design.

MOST FRIENDLY

Arizona Tile, on the way to the airport,
is a huge warehouse where you can pick
out slabs and tile. They have the full
gamut of all the natural stone.

MOST CREATIVE

For amazing custom furniture, we work
with Scott Friedman and his company,
Gitane Workshop.

MOST BEAUTIFUL

Town has really great lines. It's one of
those showrooms you go in and like
everything—and that’s rare. My favorite
lines are Antoine Proulx for modern
pieces, Edward Ferrell + Lewis Mittman
for upholstery, and Ralph Lauren for plaid fabrics on
modern furniture pieces. We love Rogers & Goffigon
